Sphere Power — Making
a Big Impact in a Small World

olding a golf ball aloft in his right hand,

William Stasior — retired Chairman and

CEO of Booz Allen Hamilton — peered
from the podium toward a cavernous room
filled with Western Golf Association officials and
friends of the Evans Scholars Program.

“I want to tell you first-hand how this little
sphere has the power to transform a life. Not by
itself, but through the work of the Directors of
the Western Golf Association, this ball has trans-
formative power,” said Stasior as he addressed
the WGA’s 2007 Annual Meeting at the Glen
View Club in Golf; Illinois.

“That’s what I’d like to talk about today —
‘Sphere Power.” It’s the power you gave to me,
and so many others,” explained Stasior, who in
1958 ecarned his Evans Scholarship to North-
western University as a caddie from Onwentsia
Club in Lake Forest, Illinois. A 1963 Northwest-
ern graduate, Stasior earned a master’s degree in
electrical engineering at Northwestern before
joining Booz Allen Hamilton in 1966.

“So, what do I mean by ‘sphere power?” 1
mean the interconnections, the unbroken circle
of a person’s life and his or her sphere of influ-
ence,” Stasior noted. “I mean the way relation-
ships, leadership, good deeds, and success build
on each other — and create a positive ripple eftect
that benefits others.

“It started for me at a young age. My father
was a steelworker, and he loved golf. I was 5 or 6
when he put a club in my hands for the first time.
It was about the same time that he started telling
me, ‘Bill, you’re going to go to college.” I didn’t
even know what college was. No one in my family
had ever gone to college. When I was 11, my dad
encouraged me to get a job caddying so I could
start saving money for college.”

On his Horatio Alger journey from the On-
wentsia caddie shack to corporate leadership at
consulting firm Booz Allen Hamilton, Stasior of-
ten reminded himself that golf was the catalyst.

“Golf has been much more than a pastime
for me — golf has shaped my world,” he said.
“So, imagine for a minute that this little white
sphere is painted blue and green like our planet.
It would be a very small world ...

“The single most profound ‘small world’ ex-

perience for me happened shortly after I was
elected Chairman and CEO of Booz Allen in
1991, and this is the story I’d like to leave you
with today:

“Our founding partner, Jim
Allen, was still alive and though
long-since retired from active
leadership with the firm, he re-
mained very much our spiritual
leader. I went to Florida to visit
Jim after my election — he was
the firm’s second chairman and
I was the sixth.

“We talked about Booz Al-
len, clients, and our alma mater
—since we both attended North-
western. And, we talked about
our shared passion for golf. I
told Jim about getting an Ev-
ans Scholarship to Northwestern, and found out
that he was one of the founding contributors to
the Evans Scholars Foundation. He said, ‘You’re
an Evans Scholar.” And then, he sat back and re-
flected for a moment and added, ‘Well, I guess my
investment really paid off!’

“I'was struck by what an incredibly small world
this is, and how, without Jim Allen’s generosity, 1
might not have gone to college — certainly not a
college of Northwestern’s stature.

“Think about it: Jim Allen ... and all of you
in your role as Directors of the Western Golf
Association are truly making a difference in the
world.

“Your sphere of influence is large -
and you’re making the world a small-
er, better place. For thousands of Evans

Scholars, you’ve provided an education and set
an example we would not have had. And when
you look forward and see each of us going on to
lead and inspire thousands of other people over
the course of our lifetimes. That, my friends, is
‘sphere power’ — making a big impact in a world
made smaller and more intimate by your gener-
osity.

“Thank you. Thank you on behalf of all of us
— the past and future Evans Scholars.”

Giving Back Through Education

r I {he Western Golf Association was founded
in 1899 by 11 Chicago-area golf clubs.
Today, more than 500 member clubs in

states throughout the nation support the WGA,

which conducts three national golf champion-
ships and sponsors the Chick Evans Caddie

Scholarships.

Headquarters for the WGA and the Evans
Scholars Foundation are in Golf, Illinois, which
is also home to the Glen View Club, host of the
first WGA-sponsored professional and amateur
championships in 1899. In 1914, a national ju-
nior championship was added to the WGA tour-
nament schedule.

In 2008, the WGA and title sponsor BMW are
hosting the BMW Championship — the third of
four PGA TOUR Playoft events in the TOUR’s
FedExCup competition. The WGA also con-
ducts the annual Western Amateur and Western
Junior championships.

Evans Scholars Foundation

Since 1930, the WGA has supported the
education of students by sponsoring the Evans
Scholars Foundation, which administers a col-
lege scholarship program
for golf caddies.

The Foundation invests
in the futures of young
men and women through
the nation’s largest pri-
vately funded college
scholarship program.

Started 78 years ago by
Charles “Chick” Evans
Jr. and the Western Golf
Association, the Founda-
tion provides full tuition
and housing grants to
deserving caddies. Since the first two Scholars
enrolled at Northwestern University in 1930,
8,590 young men and women have graduated
from college as Evans Scholars.

This year, 835 Scholars are enrolled. Their tu-
ition and housing grants are renewable for up
to four years, representing an average value of
$50,000. Most Evans Scholars attend one of the
14 universities where the Foundation owns and

operates a Scholarship House.

The scholarships are funded through contri-
butions from more than 100,000 golfers, in-
cluding 37,000 WGA Par Club members. All
proceeds from the BMW Championship also
benefit the Evans Schol-
ars Program. The WGA
is governed by volunteer
officers and a Board of
Governors. John N. Fix,
of Kenilworth, Illinois, is
chairman of the Board of
Governors.

WGA board members,
who serve without pay,
assist in fund-raising, cad-
die matters, tournaments,
scholarships, legal issues and administrative af-
fairs.

Founded in 1950, the WGA Par Club has
played a vital role in the Evans Scholars suc-
cess story. Par Club members contribute $200
or more annually to the Evans Scholarship Pro-
gram. Par Club support also is received through
memorial memberships.

In addition to the Par Club, more than
100,000 golfers also give through the annual
WGA Bag Tag program.

“The Par Club members and contributors to
the Bag Tag program provide us with our main
stream of revenue necessary to meet our annual
commitment to the Evans Scholars Program,”
stated Don Johnson, WGA president and CEO.
“We absolutely could not fulfill our obligations
without this generous, ongoing support.”

Funds raised through the Par Club and Bag
Tag program pay tuition and housing expenses
for the more than 800 Evans Scholars enrolled
cach year at universities across the nation.

The Evans Scholars Alumni appreciate the im-
portance of this program and generate contribu-
tions of more than $3 million annually.

Defining Tomorrow’s Leaders

Chicago student reaches
ultimate goal of college

t age 7, Alexander Johnson knew he’d
someday go to college.

“He’d flirt with the ladies in church
and say he was in college already,” said his mom,
Wenona Gipson. “I don’t remember a time
when he wasn’t talking about it.”

It was a lofty goal for him. Growing up on
Chicago’s west side, Alex was the
first in his family to aim that high.
And while Wenona supported his
dream, she knew it wouldn’t be
easy to reach.

“A few years ago, I told him I
couldn’t afford to send him,” she
said. “He’d have to go to a com-
munity college if he didn’t get a
scholarship. He said, ‘Well, I’'m
not going to community college,
so I'll get a scholarship.””

Alex, a Daniel Murphy Scholar
at St. Joseph High School, was
caddying at Knollwood Club
when he heard about the Evans
Program.

The day he opened the letter awarding him
a full ride to Marquette University was one of
the best of his life. “It’s one of the biggest hon-
ors I’ve ever received,” he said. “It means I can
go out and be something, instead of working at
McDonald’s for the rest of my life.”

His dedication has inspired his 27-year-old
brother who has enrolled in college, too.

Alex will study communications and broad-
casting this fall. He’d like to someday host a
TV or radio show and also plans on giving back
by focusing on three personal issues: helping
abused women and homeless children and rais-
ing awareness for lupus, a disease that affects the
immune system.

College will be a challenge, Alex said, but
one he’s ready for. “I really like being able to be
more independent,” he said, “and seeing it I’ll
be able to make it in the real world.”

His mom has no doubts he will. Alex is a
strong-willed student who stands up for himself,
she said. Alex gets that quality from his mom,

who raised him on her own. “She didn’t allow
people to push her over,” he said.

The two are extremely close, and Wenona is
both excited and apprehensive about Alex leav-
ing. “He worries about me all the time,” she said.
“I keep saying, ‘I’m the parent.” But he wants to
make sure I’m OK.”

For now, Alex is staying close while getting
ready for the next chapter of his life.

“I’m just really excited,” he said. “That letter
was just like my whole life, right there.”

pon meeting Bill, Matt and Chris Bantz
—or any combination of the three — peo-
ple are a bit taken aback.

That’s because the brothers are identical trip-
lets, the first set in Evans Scholars history. And
the 21-year-old juniors, who attend the Univer-
sity of Wisconsin, know how unique this is.

“We all study completely different things and
we ended up in the same place,” Chris said. “It’s
crazy how it ended up working out. It was kind
of like fate.”

As a teen, Bill’s interest in golf led him to cad-
die at North Hills Country Club, and his broth-
ers following suit. From there came a chance to
apply for the scholarship. Despite their varied
interests, they found themselves living together
again.

Though people confuse the boys all the time,
those who know them know their differences. Bill,
his brothers say, is the responsible one, a business
major who’s driven and conscientious. Matt, who
is in pharmacy school, is a drummer and House
E-board member. Chris, who is studying clinical
lab sciences, is laid-back and free-spirited.

But at first glance, people often confuse the
three. “It’s definitely a unique thing,” Bill said.
“I’m so used to it by now, I forget I’m a triplet.
But if ’m talking to people and my brothers stop
by, they see two people who look just like me and
they’re taken aback. I’m like, ‘Oh, yeah, I forgot
about that.””

Students he doesn’t know wave to him in the
street, Matt said. He waves back, assuming they
know a brother. “It’s normal for us,” he said.
“It’s nice having two brothers; they’re truly some

Scholar Selection Interviews:

ward — a Chick Evans Caddie Scholarship that
covers full tuition and housing.

“Standing in front of a group of individuals
who are going to make a huge impact on your
future can be very intimidating,” said Jeff Har-
rison, vice president of education. “The young
men and women who are finalists do an excel-
lent — and often heart-rendering — job of pre-
senting themselves and demonstrating their
qualifications and desire to be awarded an Evans
Scholarship. It is truly a special day for everyone
involved.”

A series of Evans Scholars Selection Meetings
are held annually throughout the United States,
with more than 220 Evans Scholarship finalists
appearing before the committee each year.

Soon after each meeting, candidates receive
letters stating whether they have earned an Ev-
ans Scholarship. Many Evans Scholars Alumni
say the day they received their acceptance letter
ranks among the greatest days of their lives.

r I “he BMW Championship brought a new
look and feel to Cog Hill Golf & Country
Club in September 2007, but not much

changed competitively as Tiger Woods won his

fourth title in the last 11 years at Cog Hill.

A record-tying 63 on Sunday, September
9, netted Woods a record-setting victory. His
22-under-par 262 total shattered the previous
scoring total by five strokes.

More importantly for the Western Golf Asso-
ciation and Evans Scholars Foundation, Woods’
win punctuated a successful weekend that put to
rest any doubts that the championship could sur-
vive changes in name, dates and format.

“At the end of the day, by all measurements,
the 2007 BMW Championship was a huge suc-
cess,” said Vice President of Tournaments John
Kaczkowski. “With BMW?’s support, we up-
graded the event in all areas — for spectators and
the players. Chicago area golf fans responded by
filling the fairways
and stands on Sat-
urday and Sunday,
the players gave the
event top reviews
and our sponsor,
BMW, and the
PGA TOUR both
were pleased with
our inaugural effort
as a PGA TOUR Playoft championship in the
TOUR?’s first FedExCup competition.”

Woods followed his win at the BMW Champi-

onship with a victory the next week in the TOUR
Championship in Atlanta to claim the FedExCup
title and its $10 million, first-place payout.

For the Evans Scholars, the championship also
proved to be a winner. WGA officials estimate
that the final contribution to the Evans Scholars
Foundation exceeded $2.4 million, an increase
over funds raised in 2006.

“Our championship’s only charitable benefi-
ciary always has been the Evans Scholars, and that
will continue throughout our current six-year
partnership with BMW and the PGA TOUR,”
Kaczkowski said. “BMW and the TOUR are both
very supportive of the Evans Scholarships.”

In 2007, BMW introduced several initiatives
to help promote the scholarship program. Three
Evans Scholars were given the opportunity to in-
tern with BMW, and BMW featured the Evans
Scholars Program in its history walk display in
the Heart of the Tournament.

Also, BMW promoted a hole-in-one incen-
tive on the 14th hole, offering to fund a named
scholarship for any player making an ace on the
hole during the championship’s Media Day, the
Chick Evans Pro-Am or the four tournament
rounds. No player holed out, but the offer gen-
erated added publicity for the Evans Scholars.

Evans Scholars and Alumni also continued to
play a role in the tournament’s success. Schol-
ars caddied in the Monday MasterCard Pro-Am
and Alumni caddied in the Chick Evans Memo-
rial Pro-Am, a volunteer fund-raising effort that
began in 2005.

he 106th Western Amateur will be played

July 28-August 3 at Point O’Woods Golf &
Country Club in Benton Harbor, Michigan, site
of the Western Amateur since 1971. Following
2008, however, the Western Golf Association
will rotate the nationally-renowned champion-
ship among a select group of Chicago-area clubs,
WGA officials announced in January. The WGA’s
current five-year contract with Point O’Woods
expires after the 2008 tournament.

“We’ve enjoyed an excellent relationship with
Point O’Woods, and we expect that relation-
ship will continue even though the Point will no
longer host the Western Amateur on an annual
basis,” noted John Kaczkowski, WGA vice presi-
dent of tournaments.

“Our goal is to move the Western Amateur
around to a select group of clubs that support the
Western Golf Association and the Evans Scholar-
ship Program and also feature quality, champion-
ship venues capable of challenging the world’s
top amateur golfers,” Kaczkowski explained.

Hamilton House Taking Shape

r I Yhere is one person who wouldn’t mind
seeing the current Ohio State Evans
Scholarship House stay up awhile longer.

“The plumber said we’re helping get his kids
through college,” Ohio State senior Justin Rex
said. “The house has been here a long time and
has seen a lot of Scholars go through it.”

But those continuous service calls are exact-
ly why everyone else is anxiously awaiting the
completion of the new Hamilton House at Ohio
State University in Columbus.

Construction of a three-story, 30,000-square-
foot building at 121 E. 16th Ave is ongoing and
on schedule, Western Golf Association/Evans
Scholars Foundation officials say.

The groundbreaking ceremony for the new-
est Evans Scholarship House was held last fall,
and the project is expected to be done in Janu-
ary 2009, said
Jim Moore, ESF
senior vice presi-
dent of founda-

tion advance-
ment.

Ohio State
Evans Scholars
are expected to
begin  moving

into the building
after Christmas.

A dedication ceremony is planned for spring
2009.

“Our progress has been significant through
the end of the year,” said WGA Director Ray
Fahrmeier (OSU ’64), who is serving as general
co-chair of the Hamilton House steering com-
mittee, along with WGA Past Chairman and
Trustee John Kretzschmar.

Energy-efficient house

Once done, the new building will be home to
80 young men and women.

Named after Earl “Bones” Hamilton, a former
long-time WGA director and major driving force
of the Ohio Evans Scholars Program, the house’s
exterior features brick and stone trim and steeply
pitched slate roofs and columns.

“It fits well into the neighborhood,” said ar-
chitect Michael Paplow, of Feinknopf Macioce
Schappa Architects in Columbus. “It’s very grace-
ful in terms of it being bigger than it looks.”

The house also is energy-efficient, with a heat
pump system to maximize efficiency.

The building’s lower level has a chapter room,
a small kitchen and an exercise room. The first
floor has a library, living room, executive board
suite, three two-person Scholar rooms and a bike
storage room.

The library and living room entrance will have
hardwood and stone flooring. The formal area

also has a two-sided fireplace and a bay window.

hen Alfred W. Salamone died in the spring

of 2007, his friend and companion Max-
ine Ellend wanted to establish a lasting tribute
to him and his early introduction to the game
of golf as a caddie. Her quest to find the proper
memorial succeeded when her attorney and the
PGA of America directed her to the Evans Schol-
ars Foundation.

“Al came up through the ranks in golf,” ex-
plained Mrs. Ellend’s nephew, Max Steinkopf.

Steinkopf explained. “I contacted a
couple of students who are Evans Scholars and
was very impressed with them. We also liked the
stewardship of the program. The Evans Scholars
are not just given the money and forgotten. They
learn to live and work together.”

Mrs. Ellend decided to endow four named
scholarships through the Evans Scholars Foun-
dation, two in Mr. Salamone’s name, one in her
name and one in both of their names.

“I think this is a generous and fitting tribute
and testament to both people,” said Steinkopf.
“My aunt has supported other educational schol-

arships through the years. She’s very adamant
that young people should be given an opportu-
nity to succeed, to grow through education.”

Mrs. Ellend grew up in Canada and gradu-
ated from the University of Manitoba. She lived
in New Jersey for a number of years before mov-
ing to Florida in the late 1960s after her husband
passed away. In Florida, she met and grew close
to Mr. Salamone.

Salamone grew up in Westchester County
and lived in Harrison, New York.
A life member of the Metropolitan
Section PGA, he was a club profes-
sional at Ridgeway Country Club,
Pehquenakonk Country Club and
Glen Hollow Country Club. Before
starting his career in golf, he served
in five theaters of war as a U.S. Army
Captain, earning a Purple Heart and
leading his unit in the D-Day land-
ing in France during World War I1.

“Mrs. Ellend’s generosity will
honor Mr. Salamone’s service to
golf and his country,” noted Jerry
Dudek, Director of Development for the West-
ern Golf Association/Evans Scholars Founda-
tion. “The four endowed named scholarships will
directly impact the lives of deserving caddies by
giving them the educational and life experiences
they will receive as Evans Scholars. We truly are
grateful for this special contribution.”

Robert T. Rolfs: WGA Director, Evans Scholars Supporter

obert T. Rolfs, a long-time Western Golf As-

sociation director and generous supporter of
the Evans Scholars Program, died at his home in
Scottsdale, Arizona, on February 18, 2008.

Mr. Rolfs was born in Milwaukee and served in
the U.S. Navy in World War II.

ad he grown up in Chicago instead of the

Bronx in New York City, Ed Slowik would
have been an ideal candidate to earn a Chick Ev-
ans Caddie Scholarship.

The son of Polish immigrants, Slowik didn’t
speak English until he was five. His father, a me-
chanic for the New York Transit Authority, had
the equivalent of a grammar school education in
his native Poland. Parents John and Mary Slowik,
though, were adamant that their five children
would secure a higher education to provide for
better opportunities in life.

“It was unacceptable to not get good grades,”
said Slowik, who graduated from Yale University
in 1960 through a scholarship package that in-
cluded grants, work and loans. “My father was a
great example to us. He learned to speak English
and Italian fluently ... and he always had a book
or two he would read in his spare time.”

A lifelong devotion to education has led
Slowik and his wife, Marti, to endow a named
Evans Scholarship through a gift of $125,000 to
the Evans Scholars Foundation.

“Marti and I try to direct our gifting to benefit
individuals rather than some general purpose,”
noted Slowik, who is retired from a successful
career in international business. “We really ap-
preciate the approach that the Evans Scholars
Program takes. It’s not a generic outreach but
rather is designed to help a deserving individual
in a program where need has to be demonstrat-
ed, expectations are clear and standards are es-
tablished and maintained.”

The Slowiks first learned of the Evans Schol-
arships when they lived in Chicago in the 1960s.
Today, they live in Tucson, Arizona, where they

are members of Ventana Golf and Racquet Club
and Tucson Country Club.

Endowing the gift of education for future Ev-
ans Scholars provides the Slowiks a way to show
their appreciation for having “realized the Amer-
ican dream through hard work and education,”
Slowik explained.

“Marti and I feel very blessed,” he added. “We
are approaching our 45th wedding anniversary
with great joy and deep gratitude. Our children,
Christa and Chip, have strug-
gled with intractable epilepsy all
of their lives, and our son-in-law
has had cerebral palsy all of his
life, so we are not strangers to
adversity.

“At the same time, we feel
fortunate to be able to help
others through a kind of ‘pay it
forward’ philosophy,” he said.
“I am very aware that but for
someone’s generosity, my going
to Yale would have been impossible. Successtully
completing my education certainly opened some
doors for me. From both a business and personal
growth standpoint, this led to a rewarding career
and opportunities to see much of the world.”

Marti, who married Ed at age 20, went back
to school and graduated from Sarah Lawrence
College when she was 50. “I believe that edu-
cation of American children forecasts the future
of our country,” she said. “Evans Scholars are a
special group of young people who have to per-
form well on the golf course as caddies, as well as
in the classroom as students. This accountability
sets them apart. They deserve our support.”

Thomas A.Reynolds Jr.. WGA Past Chairman, Director

homas A. Reynolds Jr., Western Golf Asso-
ciation Chairman in 1974-75, passed away
on February 14, 2008, in his Winnetka home.
A WGA director since 1966, Mr. Reynolds
was a generous friend of the Evans Scholars Pro-
gram. He was a member at three clubs, Indian
Hill Club and Shoreacres in Illinois and Weque-
tonsing Golf Club in Michigan.
Reynolds was managing director and then
chairman of Chicago law firm Winston & Strawn
until he retired in 1992.

Caddie Classic: 20 Years, S1 Million

en Evans Scholars Alumnus Tim
Proud launched the Caddie Classic in
1987, a small group of Alumni took

part in what was billed as an outing where Ohio
Evans Alumni could come together, share caddie
and Scholar stories and raise a few dollars for the
Evans Scholarships in Ohio.

Today, an Alumni Committee still runs the
Caddie Classic, but the base of participants has
expanded to include nearly 200 Western Golf
Association Par Club members from the Cincin-
nati-Dayton region.

“This tournament has
blossomed into an event
that gives phenomenal
exposure to the Evans
Scholars Program and has
raised a lot of money, so
we’re very happy with the
way it has grown,” said
Joe Desch, a 1984 Evans
Scholar graduate of Mi-
ami University and Cad-
die Classic Committee chairman.

In 2007, two pivotal milestones were reached.
Proceeds reached $200,000, pushing total con-
tributions from the Caddie Classic for the Evans
Scholars to more than $1 million. Also, for the
first time in its 20-year history, the traditionally
Cincinnati-based tournament was held in Day-
ton, at Moraine Country Club.

For Desch and Classic Committee members,
the results have justified the long hours of prepa-
ration that make the Classic one of the premier
Evans Scholars fund-raising events nationally.

Alumnus Tom Binzer (Miami ’79), who, like
Desch, is a WGA director, has served on the com-
mittee since the Classic’s inception. He views the
event as one of two pillars in building awareness

for the Evans Scholars in Cincinnati-Dayton.

“In addition to our annual Evans Scholars Se-
lection meeting, the Classic serves as a focal point
of the year, a time when we can introduce people
to the Evans Scholars Program, encourage their
support and raise awareness of all phases of what
we represent — caddies, club support, director ef-
forts and Alumni involvement,” said Binzer.

Binzer credits Proud (OSU ’79) with having
the foresight to found the event in 1987. “With-
out Tim’s vision and direction, we wouldn’t have
the Caddie Classic,” Binzer stressed.

The event’s successful evolution into a focal
point for the Evans Scholars Program has led to
its emulation.

“Our event has served as a model for Alumni
elsewhere. An early committee member, Kevin
Donnellon (OSU °78), moved to Chicago and
helped start the Evans Scholars Invitational
there,” noted Binzer. “There’s a lot of interac-
tion back and forth between Alumni and direc-
tors on how to make all of our events better.”

For Desch, an added plus for the Caddie Clas-
sic was a decision to rotate the event among clubs
that support caddies and the Evans Scholars.

“We get incredible cooperation from all of the
clubs with caddie programs,” he said. “With the
generosity of clubs donating their facilities for
the day, our ability to raise money for the Evans
Scholarships has grown tremendously.”

Another valuable component is the partici-
pation of honor caddies, including top Evans
Scholars, from the greater Cincinnati area.

“Of the 220 players participating, we average
190-200 who use caddies,” Desch pointed out.
“Having caddies from all of the clubs helps pro-
mote caddie programs and is probably one of the
most enjoyable parts of the day.”

Corporate sponsors have boosted the tour-
nament’s revenue in recent years. Key Bank has
served as the major sponsor, thanks to commit-
tee member Rick Wirthlin — an Alumnus (OSU
’84), WGA Director and former president of Key
Bank in Cincinnati.

Binzer, the only committee member to have
served for all 20 years since the Caddie Classic
began, said the event has succeeded beyond ex-
pectations.

“It’s been a great grassroots success, a way to
build the program and a way for Alumni to get
involved in giving back,” Binzer stated. “And it’s
a lot of fun.”

A Guide to Planned Giving

here are many ways for you, your family, friends and the community — as well as the Evans Scholars Foundation —
to benefit with a planned gift to the Foundation. Here is a brief overview:

A Bequest in a Will or Living Trust — Many Alumni, Directors, and Par Club Members bequeath a specific dollar
amount or percentage of their estates to ESF in their wills.

Life Insurance Policies — ESF can be named the owner and beneficiary of a policy that is no longer needed for family
security or may be designated as beneficiary owned by the individual. If ownership is transferred to the Foundation, there
is an income tax deduction at the time of the gift.

Charitable Gift Annuities — By entering into a charitable gift annuity with the ESF, an individual may receive both an
immediate income tax deduction and income for life at favorable market rates.

Income Producing Trusts — Family members can receive income for life from a trust, with the trust assets going to ESF
at the trust’s conclusion. Or the trust can provide income to ESF for a specified period of time, with the assets returning
to the family on a highly tax-favorable basis.

Retirement Plans — Retirement plans may constitute a significant portion of an individual’s estate and can lead to
substantial estate and income taxes payable at that individual’s death. One way to preserve those valuable assets is to
designate ESF as beneficiary of the retirement plans. Using these assets for the individual’s charitable interests can leave
other assets, that are not as heavily taxed, to the family. Any individuals interested should consult a financial planner for
ways in which they can use their retirement plan to significantly reduce federal estate and income taxes, while giving to
the Foundation.

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Banks Contribute through CRA Giving Program

n the past four years, the Western Golf Association

Endowment Committee has conducted a campaign to solicit
contributions to WGA /ESF through local and regional banks’
CRA Giving Program.

The CRA is the Community Reinvestment Act, a law
Congress enacted in 1977 to encourage banks and thrifts to
serve the credit needs of all communities in their market areas,
including low-income and moderate-income areas.

The CRA goal is to provide financially disadvantaged in-
dividuals and communities with better access to housing and
small business loans, community development support and
other economic opportunities, including investments and
grants.

The CRA has led banks and thrifts to “reinvest” billions of
dollars into their communities, mostly in the form of loans,
investments and grants to benefit low- and moderate-income
individuals and neighborhoods.

The ESF has been a community reinvestment vehicle for
individuals, clubs and businesses since 1930 because one of
the most effective ways to serve economically disadvantaged
communities and families is to provide their young men and
women with college educations that they could not otherwise
afford.

Banking regulators have frequently recognized scholarship
grants targeted to low- and moderate-income individuals as
“qualified CRA investments.” The Western Golf Association
has obtained an opinion from a prominent bank-consulting
firm that a grant to the ESF should constitute a qualified CRA
investment.

Since the program began in May 2003, WGA/ESF has
received pledges and payments totaling nearly $200,000
from the banks recognized in the list below.
